 Needed per Week is the Unified budget of $490,601, which was 
approved at Church Conference, divided by 52 weeks.   
 

The Deficit for 2006 is based on a comparison of our Unified Budget 
goal of $490,601 versus actual income for the year to date.   
 

The Deficit for 2005 is based on a $23,192 shortfall of our 
denomination obligations for last year.  The leadership felt responsible 
to fulfill that commitment.  We have been making payments of $2,000 
per month and expect to clear this deficit by the end of this year. 
 

Currently all Church expenses are being met but because we are not 
meeting our Unified Budget goal (as shown by the deficit for 2006) the 
Finance Committee has stated that all future expenditures must be 
approved by the committee.  You may contact Pete Buckley or Pastor 
John for more information.

CAN YOU HEAR ME NOW? 
 

     One of the hardest music management jobs is controlling sound in a 
church.  Everyone in the St. Paul’s music family understands this issue. 
In order to have a musical group work together, singers and players 
must be able to hear each other.  At the present we use about six 
monitors, small speakers, to keep everyone together.  We know this 
increases the level of sound in the sanctuary and we are very sensitive 
to this problem.   
 

   I am praying for members and friends of St. Paul to help finance the 
cost of a monitor system that uses earplugs rather than monitors.  We 
are looking into a system that would have four wireless ear monitors 
that would allow us to remove three monitors and two guitar 
amplifiers.  We will also need to finish closing in the area were the 
drums are located.  Please pray about this issue and if so moved then 
please give a donation to the Sound Committee account.  You can 
write this on your envelope or place into the collection plate in a 
separate envelope.  The cost of the wireless system is $1,900 and the 
cost to finish the drum area is $100.  We do not want this to interfere 
with your regular giving to St. Paul’s.  This request is an above and 
beyond gift to the Sound Ministry.  Thank you and God Bless you for 
your interest.
