NORCROSS HALL REPAIR

As many of you know, the floor in Norcross Hall leen damaged by
excessive moisture and high pH. This combinatias tlestroyed the
adhesives holding the floor to the concrete shke have spent several
months testing and consulting with engineers andaochitect about
possibilities of how water is getting to the conerslab and ways to
correct this issue. Our insurance company testedeapipes for leaks
and reported they did not find any leaks causingnooisture problem.
Therefore, we have no claim under our policy toleml from the
insurance company.

Norcross Hall was designed with the following:
1. It has a concrete slab with a vapor barrier unierentire slab.
2. A three-foot wall that is also vapor treated sunasithe entire
slab.
All drainage, by design, moves water away from Kugs Hall
All drains and gutters have been inspected fordgak
The slab was poured in two sections. The slab rdsva
Herbertsville Road is built on grade while the statvards the
kitchen is elevated several feet.

The concrete section towards Herbertsville Rodbdeslamaged area.
Last week, a technician from the flooring compaestéd to the mid-
line and found the floor to have poor adhesive acintHe touch tested
and did a slice test and found the adhesive wihsattiched on the side
towards the kitchen.

We are reviewing two options to repair the flooOption One is
replacing the floor up to the mid-line and placaquid vapor barrier
directly on the slab. This entire section of 2,486 ft. with a ten-year
insurance warranty will cost $25,456.20. Optionoliw replacing the
entire floor with the same warranty. The costregplacing the entire
floor is $48,310.36.
