 Needed per Week is the Unified budget of $490,601, which was 
approved at Church Conference, divided by 52 weeks.   
 

The Deficit for 2006 is based on a comparison of our Unified Budget 
goal of $490,601 versus actual income for the year to date.   
 

The Deficit for 2005 is based on a $23,192 shortfall of our 
denomination obligations for last year.  The leadership felt responsible 
to fulfill that commitment.  We have been making payments of $2,000 
per month and expect to clear this deficit by the end of this year. 
 

Currently all Church expenses are being met but because we are not 
meeting our Unified Budget goal (as shown by the deficit for 2006) the 
Finance Committee has stated that all future expenditures must be 
approved by the committee.  You may contact Pete Buckley or Pastor 
John for more information.

Bishop   Devadhar Announces 2007 Taize Retreat  
 

Bishop Sudarshana Devadhar has announced 2007 plans to participate 
in a spiritual development retreat in Taize, France.  The group will 
consist of youth (15 and older) and young adult pilgrims (up to 29 
years of age), plus their chaperones.  They will depart from Newark on 
July 26th and return on August 6th. 
 

Accommodations will be rustic with dormitory style life and sleeping 
in tents.  Each day there will be simple meals, Bible study, prayer, 
worship, personal reflection, free time for fellowship, and sharing 
camp chores.  
 

The total cost of the trip is $1,899 per person (plus a charge of $60 for 
insurance).  Scholarships are available and the design of the program is 
to ask local churches to invest in their young people by helping to 
underwrite this cost.  The first deposit is due February 15th.  Contact 
Pastor D. or the office for more information and an application.
