During the dates of February 26, 2007 through March 30, 2007, the 
Ocean County Health Department will be conducting a telephone 
survey of county residents that will gather information as we look to 
create a healthy community and better quality of life for our residents. 
The telephone survey, officially titled the Behavioral Risk Factor 
Surveillance System (BRFSS), will take approximately 15 to 20 
minutes and ask questions on the health lifestyles of the individual 
being interviewed.  All survey responses are kept confidential and each 
person’s input is very important as the results will greatly help the 
Health Department in deciding what programs and services are needed 
in the community.
