Today's Reflection 
In many churches, as with many Christians, major financial needs cause 
major emotional stress.  It shouldn’t be this way.  God doesn’t intend it and 
we shouldn’t do it.  The best way to keep from going over the edge in facing a 
need is to go over-the-top in making an offering - both in quantity and quality.  
Moses had to restrain the people from giving because there was more than 
enough to complete the task.  That’s quantity!   David had spent much of his 
reign gathering the very finest gold, silver, bronze, wood, stone and marble 
for the Temple.  Then when the work was ready to commence, he opened up 
his own personal treasuries - the best of the best - and added his bounty to 
the resources. That’s quality! 
 
The Tabernacle was completed and the Temple was built because people 
who knew they had been blessed by God gave far beyond what was 
necessary for the work.  They didn’t see the need as a problem or a pain, but 
as an opportunity to glorify God and build His kingdom; and they were hugely 
blessed in the process.
