Today’s Reading:  

Scripture Reading: Acts 4:23-35, Philippians 1:3-7 

Key Thought: Oneness of heart and mind brings greatness of power and 
witness. 

Today's Reflection 
Look again at that description of the Christians in Acts 4: 23-35.  All the 
believers were one in heart and mind. No one claimed that any of his 
possessions was his own, but they shared everything they had.  With great 
power the apostles continued to testify to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, 
and much grace was upon them all, (Acts 4:32-33).     God’s design and 
desire is that we work in spiritual partnership, not as sole proprietors.  Lone 
Rangers cannot experience the exhilaration of spiritual unity.  And when a 
congregation is truly united in service and stewardship, the impact is 
powerful.  Unity of this kind turns a body of believers into a spiritual force for 
righteousness. 

Stewardship Speaker:   Suzanne  

One year ago on Good Friday, I had a total knee replacement.  About eight 
weeks after that, my knee gave out while doing some exercises and I fell.  
The rod that they used for the knee replacement shot right up my thigh and 
through my femur bone totally shattering it.  The doctors used 2 rods, nuts, 
screws, and wiring to put my leg back together.  Seven weeks later, I went 
back for a checkup and the x-rays showed another fracture.  So one week 
later, I had surgery number three.  Now a year later, I have a totally 
reconstructed leg.  They told me that with all the pre-existing conditions I 
have – cerebral palsy, scoliosis, and spina bifida – it was going to take up to a 
year and a half to heal as much as my pre-existing problems would allow.  
Unless you’ve been there done that, you can’t imagine my depression.  With 
3 surgeries in 3 ½ months, I was afraid I would never walk again.  It was all 
in God’s hands.  All I could do is ask Him to be by my side and to see me 
through. 

In the late 60s, my mother died from a cancerous tumor behind her eye that 
metastasized to her liver.  She died at the age of 47.  I was a teenager when  



my  mom died.  I hated God for letting my mother die.  When my grandfather 
died 10 years after my mother, I realized I had to let go of the pain and hurt and 
ask God to be a part of my life again.  I realized that God had spared my mother 
a lifetime of excruciating pain.  I knew I had to get back to church.  Reverend 
Marshall was here at the time.  I told him that after 10 years of hating God, I 
wanted to tell God that I was sorry and ask for His forgiveness.  I was unsure 
that God would forgive me.  But Reverend Marshall assured me that God would 
forgive me.  He told me to go home and have a one-on-one with God – silently 
or just speaking aloud.  I know that God forgave me and has been by my side 
ever since.  God hears our prayers and answers our prayers.  Maybe not always 
the answer we want to hear, but He answers. 

I’ve had 15 surgeries during my lifetime and I continue to get weaker and 
weaker.  The recent surgeries have caused an exacerbation attack of my cerebral 
palsy.  The doctors do not know how much mobility I will regain.  When other 
people have a hip replacement or knee replacement – I’ve had both – they are 
healed 100%.  I’m only healed to a point.  Sometimes when I fall, I get angry at 
God.  I ask Him, “Why are you doing this to me, why have you abandoned 
me?”  There have been times that I’ve been so depressed that I have asked God 
to end my pain and take me home.   

But through it all I realize that God has kept me from being even more disabled 
than I currently am today, and He has enabled me to walk.  I realize that there 
are many others that are worse off than I am and I thank God for what he has 
given me.  During my 11 years of mission work in Camden and Lexington 
House in Lakewood, I saw so many less fortunate people than myself.  I may 
not have my health, but I have so much to be grateful for.  God has also blessed 
me with a very special church family.  Every time I have needed prayers, I 
know I’ve received them from St. Paul’s.  Tammi Burton was kind enough to 
ask for meals for me while I was laid up.  I would also like to thank the men 
who came over to my home to put in a ramp for me.  If it were not for you guys, 
I would still be a prisoner in my own home.  Thanks to all of you who went out 
of your way to help me.  God bless all of you.   

There is a passage in the Bible that helps me when I am worried and question 
what God’s plan is for me.  It comes from Isaiah 41:10, “fear not, for I am with 
you, be not dismayed, for I am your God; I will strengthen you, I will help you, 
I will uphold you with my victorious right hand.”  In Mark 10:27, Jesus said 
“With men it is impossible, but not with God; for all things are possible with 
God.”  I know that I could not make it if God were not in my life.  I need Him, I 
love Him, and I thank Him for all he has done for me.  God has watched over 
me, and He will watch over you too.  Pray every night and tell God you need 
Him in your life.  He will be there for you. I hope I can touch someone with this 
last statement.  When I truly feel God has given me too much to handle, I think 
of this hymn:  Because He lives I can face tomorrow, Because He lives all fear 
is gone; Because I know He holds the future and life is worth the living just 
because He lives.
