I also wanted to let you all know that the filling of the need to have volunteers 
come into the hospital to read to the children has not been able to become a 
reality yet due to the lack of able volunteers.  If this is something that you’re 
feeling led to be a part of, please come to one of the following volunteer 
training classes which will enable you to become a hands on volunteer with 
the hospital.  The training consists of a one time only 3 hour orientation.  
Orientations run every second Wednesday of the month in the hospitals 
cafeteria.  If this month doesn't work with your schedule, you can always be 
oriented the following month. You can visit the children as often as you 
would like, but would only need to be there once a month on a rotating basis 
with other volunteers.

If you'd like to help out the hospital in any 
other way, please contact Vieno with that information.  You must be at least 
15 years of age to be allowed on the ward as a volunteer.  Here is the list of 
training/orientation classes for the next three months.

What Do Those Giving Lines Really Mean? 
 

 
 

The Finance Committee has determined that there is some confusion 
about the different giving lines on the Collection Envelopes (shown 
above). The following is an explanation of each of the giving lines that 
we hope will be helpful to congregation: 
 

Tithe / Unified 
   

All giving designated on this line goes to the Working Budget which is 
presented by the Finance Committee each year.  It is then approved at 
our Annual Church Conference. It covers all salaries, utilities, 
insurance, routine general maintenance of the church and parsonages 
and the church apportionments (monies sent to support the district, 
conference and national UM Church). 
 

Improvement Fund 
 

This is all giving that pays for major repairs and renovations over and 
above the routine general maintenance of the church and parsonages.  
Examples of such projects are repair of the roofs in the church and 
education wing, replacement of a bathroom in one of the parsonages, 
replacement of the carpets in the Church and Parsonages, additions and 
upgrades to the sound systems throughout the church building and the 
buying and or replacing of computers for the offices within the church. 
 
Expansion Fund 
 

This line addresses the outstanding Church Building Mortgage.  

 



2nd Mile Missions 
 

Monies designated on this line are used for missions over and above 1st 
Mile Missions (which are missions identified by Conference and paid 
through the Unified Fund).  2nd Mile Missions are special items or 
needs that have been identified by the Missions Committee and all 
funds are dispersed at their discretion.  Historically this has been used 
to address needs as follows: 
 

·  St. Paul’s Christian School Scholarships 
·  Delanco Camp 
·  Kids Alley 
·  Lexington House 
·  Prescription Card Ministry 
·  St. Paul’s Mission Trip Scholarships 
·  Food Pantry 
·  Christmas Store 
·  Ministerial Education 
·  Other one-time needs 

 

Other  
  

This line addresses any special need, mission, operation, project or fund 
that a member would like to give to directly.  Anything that is 
identified on this line shall be set aside and ear marked for that 
specific purpose ONLY.  
 

Some of the items that have been noted on this line are as follows: 
 

·  Music Ministry 
·  Identified Ministries (Springers, Blairs, etc.) 
·  Sunday School 
·  Sound System 
·  Lexington House 
·  Food Pantry 
·  Christmas Store  
·  Special needs requests (for example: Mission Trips)   
·  Garden of Remembrance  
·  Communion Offering
