It will give you knowledge how to serve God better, and how you are 
equipped to serve the body of Christ.  

The concept of a spiritual gift differs from that of a talent.  The Bible makes it 
clear that a spiritual gift is given by God and received by the new believer 
with the salvation experience and differs from a talent which is essentially an 
aptitude or a skill developed through practice and repetition.  They differ from 
each other in origin, essence and purpose. 

Imagine a body of committed believers building each other up by exercising 
spiritual gifts bestowed by God according to His grace!  What if each member 
of the body of Christ was intent upon discovering and developing his or her 
gifts and then using those gifts for the common good of the body?  

Finally, what would be the result if each and every believer exercised his or 
her spiritual gift?  That answer is given to us Ephesians. 

14 Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and 
blown here and there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and 
craftiness of men in their deceitful scheming. 15 Instead, speaking the truth in 
love, we will in all things grow up into him who is the Head, that is, Christ. 16 
From him the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting 
ligament, grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work. Eph 
4:14-16 (NIV) 

I believe the results would be miraculous.  Every believer would be speaking 
and acting in love, supporting each other and building the church or body of 
believers as each Christian did their work.  The church body as a whole 
would discern and understand God’s will and purpose during these end times 
and would work to further the advancement of His kingdom on earth.  What a 
testimony to the power and glory of God!
