Last month we started looking at the meaning of “The Apostle’s Creed.”  We said that in Christian terminology a creed is a 
statement of beliefs. Creeds are statements summarizing the beliefs of a particular group. There are many Christian Creeds; 
emphasizing various aspects of belief. 
 

The oldest of these formal Creeds is the Apostles' Creed.  Despite the name, there is no evidence that it was written by any 
of the Apostles; the title indicates that the principles stated were believed by the Apostles and therefore should be believed 
by all Christians.  Everyone who is a Christian, wants to become a Christian, or simply wants to understand what 
Christianity teaches and what Christians believe should be sure to understand the meaning of each phrase in the Creed. 
 

I again am giving you some scripture passages that you can lookup on which The Apostle’s Creed is based.  Take a few 
minutes today and look up these verses.  My hope is that when we use “The Apostle’s Creed” in worship this would 
enhance your understanding.

It is not called "The Apostles' Creed," because it was written or authored by any of the Apostles, it is called this because it 
is actually an excellent brief synopsis of what the Apostles taught. Moreover, it sets forth the Christian gospel of the trinity, 
God, and salvation, in a concise, though pertinent fashion and in simplicity.

 “Helping Hearts”  
 

If you could save someone who was 
dying, you would wouldn’t you? Of 
course! You wouldn’t watch someone 

drowning and not try to help. You wouldn’t let 
someone be in danger without warning them.   So, 
if you had the capability of providing a piece of 
equipment that would save someone who was dying 
in your presence, wouldn’t you do it?  
 

That’s an opportunity the church has. And, this 
time, we aren’t talking about spiritual saving. 
We’re talking about physically being able to bring a 
person back to life. In order to do that, it has been 
proposed that St. Paul’s Church be equipped with 
an AED machine that uses defibrillation to 
jumpstart the heart.  

What is public access to defibrillation? 

Public access to defibrillation means making 

AEDs available in public places where large 

numbers of people gather. 

What is an AED? 

The automated external defibrillator (AED) is a 

computerized medical device. An AED can 

check a person’s heart rhythm. It can recognize 

a rhythm that requires a shock. And it can 

advise the rescuer when a shock is needed. The 

AED uses voice prompts, lights and text 

messages to tell the rescuer the steps to take. 

AEDs are very accurate and easy to use.  Anyone 
can learn to operate an AED safely. There are many 
different brands of AEDs, but the same basic steps 
apply to all of them. 
Immediate medical attention is known to save lives. 
Waiting for the first aid squad and/or MON-OC 
may take too long. Having an AED machine at the 
church would provide a life-saving opportunity. 
One of our church members, Sue Stephenson, has 
offered to train others to use the AED. 
The cost of an AED machine is about $1,400.  We 
are asking for donations from the congregation to 
purchase and place in the building.  If you would 
like to make a donation to the purchase of an AED, 
you may make a check out to St. Paul's UMC or use 
an offering envelope.  Please label your donation 
AED on the check or envelope and put in the basket 
or send to the office.  All donations will be 
”heartily” welcomed.
