Acolytes:  Lighting and extinguishing of the Altar candles before and after 

the first service, and on special holiday occasions. 
 

Ushers:  The usherôs duties vary depending on the type of service or 

occasion.  These mainly include, collecting prayer cards and the offering, 

assisting in serving Communion, handing out Bulletins, and helping with 

seating.
