When you and | look at this after 2000 years, and having the historical tradition of the church, it is kind of like
these people immediately recognizing who Jesus was, believing in fact that He was the Messiah and
committing themselves whole heartedly to follow Him.

And we are going to see, at the point of their calling, they have no idea who Jesus is, except for the fact that
He was one of the many rabbis that traveled the country.

And it is going to be weeks, in fact the eighth week, months from their perspective before Jesus ever asks the
question who He is, and Peter makes that incredible declaration, you are the Christ, the promised one, the
Messiah, of God.

We are going to try to understand the idea of Christ following from the context of the Jewish culture of Jesus
time. We will be looking at the tradition of the rabbis.

Join us each week as we delve deeper into what it really means to be a Christ Follower.
