Mortgage Re-finance Approved!

The Finance Committee is pleased to announce that the Mortgage held by
TD Bank has been successfully re-negotiated. The rate will stay the same
at 5.75% but is now a 25 year mortgage. That reduces our monthly
payment from $9,637.03 to $6,858.82, a difference of $2,778.28 per month.
The committee wishes to thank all those who have given over the years and
continue to faithfully give to the Mortgage Fund. Since the original note in
2005, the Mortgage amount has been reduced from $1,374,276.61 to
$1,079,533. Your continued support is greatly needed and appreciated.
