Away in the Manger 
       

Away in a manger, no crib for a bed, 
The little Lord Jesus laid down His sweet head.             
The stars in the sky looked down where he lay; 
The little Lord Jesus, asleep on the hay. 
 

This carol describes Jesus being born in a manger.  It was not born in a manger as we have marketed in our culture today.   
A manger is a feeding trough for animals.  It was the place they would place hay and grain and scraps for the horses, 
cows, and other animals to eat.  It was in this place that Jesus was placed as a baby.  So the line no crib for a bed is a 
major reflection of the lowly estate into which Jesus was born. Very likely it was outside or at best a cave dug out of the 
rocky hillside.  Jesus entered into this world the same way as we do, as a baby. 
 

This enables Him to relate to every human being who ever lived.  You see in every religion there is major disconnect 
between the creator and the creation.  Jesus’ birth makes us understand that God understands us.  This is only true in 
Christianity. The Son of God, the way into a relationship to God, a way is born in a manger. 
 

The cattle are lowing; the Baby awakes, 
But little Lord Jesus no crying He makes. 
I love Thee, Lord Jesus; look down from the sky,  
And stay by my cradle til morning is nigh. 

 

This is a very interesting verse because it sounds so sweet.   But have you ever known a baby that never cried? I believe 
Jesus cried as a baby.   I have heard the joke that only person who likes change is a baby and even then they cry about it.  I 
wonder if our complaining about change as adults is a carry over of us still being a baby. 
 

He was wrapped in cloths. This was a sign of this social and economic status of Joseph and Mary.  They had no money.  
They would never have any money.  They had no home….they were country hicks to the world around them. 
 

The song takes a personal turn in the next line.  And stay by my cradle until morning is nigh.  It is a personal request for 
Jesus to be near, to stay close by while we sleep.   
 

Be near me, Lord Jesus; I ask Thee to stay 
Close by me forever, and love me I pray. 
Bless all the dear children in thy tender care, 
And fit us for heaven, to live with Thee there. 

 

This is a prayer we hope all of our children will pray.  It is a prayer hopefully all of us have prayed.  It is not only a prayer 
about me but about other children.  It is prayer of blessing upon them.   
 

The last line of this carol is the application.  And fit us for heaven, to live with Thee there.  The purpose of Jesus coming 
into the world was to make us right before God.  We cannot make ourselves right, we need Jesus.  These bodies were not 
made to last forever but our souls are going to.  What are 70, 80, 90 even 100 years, when compared to the trillion of years 
our souls will live?  This life is preparation for that. 
 

Are you fit for heaven?  Have you allowed God to forgive you through Jesus Christ, the baby in the manger?  Do you 
know that heaven is going to be your home?  That is why Jesus came. 
 

Jesus came to fit us for heaven. To make us ready, to make us right.  Are you ready?  Are you right with God?

YOUTH NEWS 
 
I am blessed to be involved in the youth ministry at 
St. Paul’s church.  We have been seeing a lot of 
young people get connected to our group to hear 
and discuss God’s Word on a week to week basis.  
A number of our young people know Jesus as their 
Lord and Savior and are continuing to pursue a 
deeper life in Him!   
 One of the most recent passages of scripture 
that has been discussed in chapel this past month 
has been Acts 2.42-47.  It’s a great example of early 
believers and the deeper life they pursued in 
Christian community after their decision to repent, 
be baptized, and follow Jesus.  After all, our 
conversion to Christ is only the beginning of a life 
marked with growth in Christian community – the 
Church.   
 The Bible says that “They were continually 
devoting themselves to the apostles' teaching and to 
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer 
(Acts 2.42).”  Many of you have heard of and used 
the word devotion.  The idea of devotion is that 
someone is completely dedicated to a person, a 
cause, or a course of action.  These early believers 
had devotion to the Lord and to His cause here on 
earth.   
 What were they devoted to?  We read that 
they were devoted to the Apostles’ teaching – which 
we have preserved for us today in the New 
Testament.  The teaching that we need God’s grace 
through faith to live a life that is acceptable before 
God, the message of the cross, the resurrection, and 
the deity of Jesus Christ, the doctrines of the Second 
Coming and of holy living before God.  These are 
some of the teachings that these early believers 
devoted themselves to.   
 They were devoted to the fellowship.  
Fellowship means sharing or having things in 
common.  As believers we share so much in 
common – our faith in Jesus Christ, our love for 
Him and His people, our desire to follow Him with 
our entire lives, our struggles and joys, our need for 
growth and encouragement… These early 
Christians not only dedicated themselves to Christ 
on a personal level, but on a community level as 
well.   
 They also devoted themselves to the 
breaking of bread.  Simply put, they shared meals 
together – a sure sign of a life shared together in 
community.  There could, however, be an even 

more significant meaning to the phrase ‘breaking of 
bread:’ it may be an early indicator of the fact that 
the Lord’s Supper was a regular part of the 
Church’s gatherings.  Jesus blessed and broke bread 
saying “Do this in remembrance of Me,” and to this 
very day we remember the sacrifice that Jesus made 
for us with the broken bread and the cup.   
 We read that they were devoted to prayer.  
Prayer is our connection with God.  It is talking 
with God, petitioning God, and thanking God; but it 
is also listening to God.  It is the privilege that we 
have of abiding in His presence.  Through prayer 
we learn more and more to rely on God’s strength 
and not our own.  As the old song goes, “they are 
weak but He is strong.”  Prayer reminds us of our 
weakness and our need for His strength.   
  So today, tomorrow, and for the rest of your 
journey here on this earth, may you be continually 
devoted to these things as well: the scriptures, the 
fellowship, the breaking of bread, and prayer.  An 
acronym that we used to help us remember these 
things is FREE.   
 
 Fellowship – share the Christian life with 
other believers  
 Remember – the sacrifice that Jesus made 
for us on the cross  
 Educate     – yourselves in the Word of God  
 Enter        – into God’s presence through 
prayer  
 
 At the end of the passage we read: “And the 
Lord was adding to their number day by day those 
who were being saved.”  Evangelism – people 
coming to faith in Christ – was an inevitable result 
of the Church living out their lives in faith and 
devotion to Christ.  May we reflect such a devotion 
and love for God and others that people will desire 
to know our Lord Jesus for themselves.

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Joy’s October ‘08 Memo 
 
A Successful Safari  
A month ago I took off on my last “safari” of this term. 
Not an animal safari but a ministry safari. I started out in 
Kampala, the capital of Uganda, and traveled north into 
Sudan and back to Kenya. This was more of a flying 
safari since the distances are so great and terrain so 
rugged. We were blessed with a rainbow as we flew 
through a small shower on one of our flights. 
 
Catching up 
While in Kampala I was able to visit with Dr. Martin and 
his family. Dr. Martin is a Ugandan pediatrician who 
worked with me in Lui, Sudan. I was also able to catch 
up with Anna Yawa, our Sudanese Administrator at Lui 
Hospital when I left over a year ago. She’s now 
attending University in 
Kampala. And I also had lunch with a friend, Ann Reis, 
who was a visiting staff at Tenwek almost 15 years ago 
and is now working at an orphanage in Uganda. Then I 
headed up to northern Uganda to a town called Arua 
where WGM has a team doing pastoral training in 
Uganda and Southern Sudan. It was good to spend time 
with friends: Billy, Joanna and Elsie Jayne Coppedge 
and John and Erica Rinehimer. We were able to discuss 
& strategize on WGM’s new ministries into Sudan. 
 
Cush Consultation  
 
WGM had a large delegation attend the annual  Cush 
Consultation that brings together people in ministry in 
South Sudan for networking and strategizing. There 
were about 80 people from almost 70 organizations who 
met in Yei this year. We made some excellent contacts 
and learned much. By the way, Cush is the Biblical term 
for the 
people of Sudan. 
 
New Sites 
From Yei our Regional Directors, Terry and Karen 
Duncan, Reuben Kirui, from Tenwek Community Health 
& Development, and I flew to a few towns to investigate 
new ministry opportunities. Our Cessna 206 found a 
rainbow following our flight in South Sudan. WGM staff 
attending Cush Consultation: Reuben Kirui, Joy, Karen 
& Terry Duncan, Billy Coppedge, and John 
Rinehimer.Joy handing over to Anna Yawa on leaving 
Lui Hospital in June 2007  
 
We were welcomed by Samaritan’s Purse staff in Yirol. 
A walk through town helped us see the level of 
development in this area. I particularly enjoyed visiting 
the shop that sells spices in big sacks. There was 
cinnamon bark, cloves, peppercorns, and ginger root all 
used in making masala to flavor tea. We also bought 

some fresh figs. In Akot we visited Mustard Seed 
International who are running a hospital. On Sunday we 
were joined by two of my former Bible Distribution 
colleagues to attend a church service. It was encouraging 
to see so many people carrying the Bibles they received 
during the Bible Distribution.  
 
As I mentioned in my last update Reuben stayed an extra 
2 weeks (OK, it turned out to be 3 due to a comedy of 
errors of cancelled flights, etc.) to do a community 
assessment of the area around Werkok Hospital where 
WGM is helping out. He was able to visit many of the 
surrounding villages, but what inspired him the most 
was visiting a cattle camp. Cattle are very important to 
the Dinka tribe! I’m looking forward to reading his 
whole report once he has a chance to catch his breath 
after being away a month. 
 
From home to home! 
This week I leave my home in Nairobi for my home in 
the US. I look forward seeing and visiting many of you 
and sharing about what God is doing here in Africa.. 
 
Please pray that my time in the US will be fruitful. I 
want to share the reality and excitement of following 
Jesus into the uttermost parts of Africa! Pray that God 
will speak to those He wants to join me in this 
challenging and fulfilling journey.
