In Christian terminology a creed is a statement of beliefs. A confession is a similar device. Creeds and 
Confessions are statements summarizing the beliefs of a particular group. There are many Christian Creeds and 
Confessions; emphasizing various aspects of belief. 
 
The oldest of these formal Creeds is the Apostles' Creed.  Despite the name, there is no evidence that it was 
written by any of the Apostles; the title indicates that the principles stated were believed by the Apostles and 
therefore should be believed by all Christians. 
 
The other Creed that is frequently used is the Nicene Creed, which was formulated at the Council of Nicea in 
325 A.D.  Basically, it slightly expands on the Apostles' Creed; for instance, instead of beginning "I believe in 
God" the Nicene Creed begins "I believe in one God".   (continued on page 2)

Everyone who is a Christian, wants to become a Christian, or simply wants to understand what Christianity 
teaches and Christians believe should be sure to understand the meaning of each phrase in the Creed. 
 
For the next few months I want to give some scripture passages that you can lookup on which The Apostle’s 
Creed is based.  Take a few minutes today and look up these verses.  My hope is that when we use “The 
Apostle’s Creed” in worship this would enhance your understanding.

Help Rehabilitate the Raccoons! 
 
I often wonder as I see slain wildlife on the side of 
the road how God must feel about it. The natural 
habitat that these animals were meant to live on is 
being destroyed, the concern for their welfare seems 
at times to be minimal, and the understanding of 
why we should care is sometimes overlooked. 
Genesis 1:24-26 states that God created all wildlife 
before us and then gave us stewardship over them. 
It seems to me that he trusted us to do what is right 
for them, but with the state of our wild life I wonder 
if some have broken that trust without even 
realizing it.  

 
Laura W has recently become a raccoon rehabilitator 
under the auspices of Virginia A and the Popcorn 
Park Zoo.  They are asking for our help.  There is a 
large need for supplies at this time of year with all 
the babies coming.  Here is the list of supplies: 
 

Popcorn Park Zoo: Any home cleaning supplies, 
including but not limited to: bleach, soap, windex, 
spray bottles, paper towels, wash cloths, etc.  Baby 
supplies including but not limited to: baby bottles, 
KMR (Kitten Meal Replacement formula), stuffed 
animals, pet nursers, blankets, sheets, pillows, etc. 
 

Virginia A:  formula (KMR or Fox Valley 
Nutrition), blankets, jarred baby foods, paper towels, 
cleaning supplies and any monetary donations to pay 
for vaccinations and vet bills. (She shares these 
supplies with her sub-permittees also). 
 
I urge you to please search your heart, pray about it, 
and if you’re feeling led to, help. Our wild life is 
often helpless and at our mercy to ensure their 
survival. We were given a responsibility to care for, 
rule over, and be good stewards of the many 
wonderful gifts God has given us to enjoy. This 
sense of responsibility also includes caring for His 
wildlife .
